They are
generally not as long as a German Shep-
herd, without the extreme rear angula-
tion of a shepherd and a more moderate
bone structure.

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Head: Ears are triangular and erect, but
may tip over or lie against the head
briefly. Muzzle is pointed.

Movement: Like other herding
breeds, the Belgian Sheepdog
tends to move in a circle rather
than a straight line. He moves in

a single track, the front and rear
legs converging toward the cen-
ter line  of gravity of the dog.
